Assist with the setup and strike of the stage, stage area, and banquet facilities.

Arrange for timely arrival of accommodations specific to each band.

Communicate set start and end times to bands before and during sets.

Keep the stage area functionally clean & stocked.

Ensure the general safety of staff, volunteers, and the attending public.

Attend all Festival Planning Committee meetings.
