Ensure all volunteers complete liability waivers and other forms as required.
Ensure a safe, clean, and friendly environment for volunteers.

Attend all Festival Planning Committee meetings.

This internship occurs during the Summer semester from May to July and includes approximately 50
hours of work. This is an unpaid internship that qualifies for course credit.
